Have Faith, only the third studio re -

cord from multi-talented singer 

songwriter James Intveld, may just 

as well be a metaphor for his life; a 

life that has been blessed with both 

the highs and the lows. Love and 

loss. 

A native of Los Angeles, he started 

his career at an early age listening 

and singing along to his parents' 

recordings of Hank W illiams, Sr ., 

Dean Martin, Lefty Frizzell, and El -

vis. By high school he was playing 

in cover bands and was soon a 

regular sitting in with the house 

band at the legendary Palomino 

Club.

Initially , Intveld worked with his 

younger brother Ricky and friend 

Pat Woodward in a band known as 

the Rockin' Shadows. The group 

dissolved when Ricky and W ood -

ward left to work with Rick Nelson's 

Stone Canyon Band; both later died 

in the same airplane accident that 

took the life of Nelson. It was only 

fate that kept James from getting on  

that ßight. It!s a tragedy that cut, 

and still cuts deeply into his heart 

and soul. 

During the cow punk movement of 

the '80s, Intveld was working the 

same clubs as Dwight Yoakam, play -

ing his own brand of rockabilly . He 

so impressed T own South of Bak -

ersÞeld producers Pete Anderson 

and Dusty W akeman that he was 

included on the second volume of 

the compilation series. 

As a multi-instrumentalist singer , 

songwriter and sideman, James! 

name seems to crop up everywhere.  

He!s in high demand for his skills as  

a player; as adept at the slap bass, 

slide, steel, and drums as on guitar . 

He!s done everything from playing 

bass with Dwight Yoakam to lead 

guitar with the Blasters.

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Harper       
Thursday January 15th

Part harmonica wizard part 

rhythmic explorer, Harper is a 

fiery artist who blurs the lines 

between rock, blues, soul and 

world music. His latest Blind Pig 

release, "Day By Day", displays 

his trademark virtuoso harp per-

formances, distinctive instru-

mentation, deeply soulful 

grooves and instantly memora-

ble songs and provides another 

prime example of why his 

unique roots music style occu-

pies a category of its own. His 

skill lies in the fact that he is 

able to tap into the kindred spir-

its running through his traditional 

and modern influences, borrow-

ing from western and world mu-

sic to develop a highly original 

take on the roots genre. He also 

takes the harmonica beyond its 

assigned place. HarperÕs inno-

vative use of electronic en-

hancement and feedback 

breaks the traditional bounda-

ries of the harmonica, giving his 

music its distinctive harmonics 

and effects. Harper's new CD, 

"Day By Day" (Blind Pig Re-

cords) is a twelve track offering 

which is truly a festival for the 

ears and will feature heavily dur-

ing HarperÕs 2008 World wide 

tour. Harper's rich soulful voice, 

virtuoso harmonica solos and 

didgeridoo rhythmic sounds and 

vamps, create soundscapes to 

his modern day story telling. 

Harper has also received multi-

ple Australian Blues awards for 

"Male Vocalist of the Year", 

"Song of the Year" "Acoustic Art-

ist of the Year", "Album of the 

Year" and many awards for his 

harmonica playing. 

Juke Joint Duo      

Cedric Burnside and 

Lightnin’ Malcom         
Friday January 16th

Malcolm -- a reckless live per-

former -- has lived and breathed 
music his whole life, traveling and 

playing in a slashing, rhythmic 
style, with deep soulful vocals. 

Malcolm has played over the 

years with many of the best Mis-
sissippi blues artists.  

 CEDRIC BURNSIDE, grandson 
of the legendary R.L. Burnside, 

son of drummer great Calvin 

Jackson, is widely regarded as 
one of the best drummers in the 

world. Growing up at his grandfa-
ther's side, he began touring at 

age 13, playing drums for "Big 

Daddy" on stages around the 
globe. 

 Cedric and Malcolm’s sound is  
such an authentic, swampy, 

backwoods sound that when you 

hear it, you'll have a hard time 
believing you're not sitting in a 

juke joint somewhere in the 
Delta.
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Waylon Payne       

Friday January 16th  
11pm
Waylon Payne is the son of coun-
try singer Sammi Smith ("Help Me 
Make It Through the Night") and 
longtime Willie Nelson guitarist 
Jody Payne, as well as the godson 
and namesake of Waylon Jen-
nings. His aunt and uncle raised 
him in Dallas from the time he 
was about 4 months old, though 
he often spent summers on tour 
with Smith.

Payne found his niche in the Los 
Angeles club scene, playing the 
popular nightspots known as 
Eastbound and Down and the 
King King Club. The gigs were a 
magnet for musicians playing un-
compromising old-school roots 
music, attracting artists such as 
Lucinda Williams and Dwight 
Yoakam. A standing rule specifi-
cally prohibited the playing of 
anything but the bona fide clas-
sics of Hank Williams, George 
Jones, Johnny Cash and the other 
pillars of traditional country.

Eventually, stranded in L.A. and 
crashing with friends, Payne built 
a close and supportive group of 
musical idealists. Producer Keith 
Gattis borrowed money from an 
investor and hired musicians for 
studio time, including Wallflowers 
keyboardist Rami Jaffee on Ham-
mond B-3 organ and Doug Petti-
bone from Lucinda Williams' band 
on guitar. Gattis and Payne also 
played on the session. Almost all 
the songs were written in a six-
month period.

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Michael Burks

Nobody in todayÕs 
blues world successfully 
bridges searing electric gui-
tar blues with unbridled rock 
and roll energy like Burks. 
The Chicago Sun-Times re-
cently said Burks is Òpoised 
on the brink of major star-
dom.Ó

Eric Sardinas     
Saturday February 14th  
Valentines Day Party

Eric's signature brand of Delta 
dynamite has been a long time in 
the making. At the incredible 
early age of six, he already had 
his fingers on the fret board. 
Though born a lefty, he naturally 
gravitated towards playing the 
guitar as a right-hander. Admit-
tedly, this could be considered a 
difficult approach, but it never 
slowed Sardinas down. In fact, it's 
actually been a major contributing 
factor in the formation of his 
unique style and specialized tech-
nique. 

Also helping to shape his artistic 
direction were the soulful grounds 
in which he planted his earliest 
musical roots. Sardinas recalls 
that it was exposure to the likes 
of gospel, Motwon and R&B that 
eventually caused him to seek out 
the emotionally charged acoustics 
sounds of the Deep South. Delta 
titans like Charlie Patton, Son 
House, Robert Johnson, Skip 
James, Bukka White, and Fred 
McDowell were among his favor-
ites. Rural country blues players 
such as Barbecue Bob and Blind 
Willie Mctell were later added to 
his list, as was the electricity of 
the Chicago blues sound. 
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
